companies and individuals 

v More open cross-cultureal/national initiatives based on just -in-time, but also 
just enough learning 

v Virtual and worldwide. ICT will enable people to learn in collaborative 
communities worldwide 

v Complemented, but not subsistuted by edutainment 

v More accessible, despite the risk of skills gaps 

v More integrated (education, training, labour, market) 

v Lifelong and Lifewide 

 

Question: Which has been the most surprising result of your research? 

Answer: The fact that all trends automatically create counter-trends. This is 
considered to be a healthy sign, which also provides an indication of how 
autonomous is the education and training world. There have been only few cases 
where trends have not been followed by counter-trends. 

 

Question: Which definition of “e-learning” have you used in your studies? 

Answer: Actually, no definition of “e-learning” was used, but rather a broader 
perspective of it. ICT for learning is a more appropriate context for what “e-learning” 
was taken for. Furthermore, some insist that nowadays “e-learning” should 
essentially mean “European learning”.  

 

Question: Which is the most important trend out of those you have identified? 

Answer: By far, the most important trend is the increased integration of formal and 
informal learning. Second and third would be ranked the cost  effectiveness of 
learning provisioning and the use of ICT for learning respectively
